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During November 2024, the Woolwich Township Police Department managed 2,554 proactive and 
reactive calls for service. These included 360 Traffic Stops; 74 Targeted Radar Enforcement; 64 
Motor Vehicle Crashes; 23 Motor Vehicle Complaints; 4 Threats; 6 Domestic Violence Incidents; 4 
Harassments; 3 Disturbances; 3 Stolen Motor Vehicles (3 recovered); and 11 Arrests (9 Warrants, 1 
Unlawful Possession of a Weapon, and 1 Simple Assault). 
 

• November 1, 2024 (Woolwich Twp): Patrols responded to a report of theft of traffic cones 
from the Charles Stratton School. Suspects were identified, contacted, and the cones were 
returned. No criminal charges wished to be pursued due to the return of property. 

 
• November 4, 2024 (Woolwich Twp): Patrol and Detectives responded to numerous
